Re: New Futures - NHAHA testimony in support of HB 1750, making a supplemental appropriation to the department of health and human services for the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.
Dear Representative Weyler and Honorable Members of the Committee:
New Futures appreciates the opportunity to submit testimony in support of HB 1750 (making a supplemental appropriation to the department of health and human services for the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP).  New Futures is a nonpartisan, nonprofit organization that works to solve New Hampshire’s problems through policy change.  We lead the policy work for the New Hampshire Alliance for Healthy Aging (NHAHA); a statewide coalition of more than five hundred individual and organizational stakeholders focused on the health and well-being of older adults in New Hampshire.  
New Futures and NHAHA stand in strong support for HB 1750 which will provide necessary supplemental funds to ensure the essential benefits offered under SNAP do not lapse.  SNAP is an effective program that supports older adults struggling with financial hardship and food insecurity.  National statistics about food insecurity tell us that many older adults don’t have enough food to eat. In local listening sessions, conducted by New Futures in November 2025, older adults told us how they had to prioritize expenses, sometimes food came after car repairs and medication.   Most adults discussed the importance of having SNAP benefits.  Many discussed the need for nutritious foods to promote health because they were dealing with conditions such as cancer, celiac disease and diabetes.  These Granite Staters understand why it is important that New Hampshire maintain this key program.
  
For these reasons, we strongly urge you to support HB 1750.
